VICTORIA, BC — If you’re looking for something fun this Easter long weekend, let a visit to the Royal BC Museum 
and IMAX® Victoria be on your list of things to do.

Celebrating the vibrant and diverse history of the Sikh community in Canada, this exhibition offers visitors the 
chance to reflect upon stories from and about South Asian Canadian immigrants, including work and home life and 
the importance of keeping cultural traditions alive.
