Field Work: Spiders!, on Thursday, July 30 at 7 pm, will feature  foremost 
spider expert, Royal BC Museum Entomology Senior Collections Manager 
Claudia Copley, and her team as they shed light on the  rich spider 
diversity. 
 
This presentation provides a chance to learn about spider biology and discover 
the work being done by researchers from the Royal BC Museum, as they leave 
no stone unturned in an effort to determine which species of spider occur here.  
 
Guests are even invited to bring along any spiders they would like to have 
identified.
